• New Steward - Richard Warren commenced his role on 3rd February. He had previously been 

assisting on a temporary basis since November 2025. 

• Dunlop Hall - Snagging works were completed today by the flooring contractor. An unexpected 

cost of £338 (ex. VAT) was authorised by the Chairman and the Clerk for additional trimming of 

the doors. This expenditure was authorised by the council to be taken from the EMR VES project 

budget. The Clerk is currently awaiting confirmation from MSDC’s surveyor of a date to attend 

and formally sign off the project. The Parish Council paid the legal and surveyor fees upfront. 

The Section 106 funding for the project was received from MSDC on 2nd February. 

• Allotment – Some fencing will need repairing on the footpath side. The Clerk will obtain a quote 

when the weather improves and will look to get this carried out in the Spring.
